· artwork/exhibits that one is not likely to experience elsewhere in Boise

Submission Guidelines:

Artists are invited to submit their work for exhibition consideration by sending the following items, by mail, to:

Submission Requirements:

· A short cover letter with information about yourself and your art-related goals. If the artist has current gallery representation or affiliation, please note this in the cover letter. A general range of artwork prices is also requested, which can be re-negotiated later.
(Submit in PDF or Word format on CD-ROM or DVD, as well as a printed copy.) 

· Artist Statement to be not more than one page.
(Submit in PDF or Word format on CD-ROM or DVD, as well as a printed copy.) 

· Resume / Biography – please include contact information including mailing address, 
e-mail, website (if artist has one) and telephone number.
(Submit in PDF or Word format on CD-ROM or DVD, as well as a printed copy.) 

· Image List of items on the CD-ROM or DVD including the artwork titles, mediums, year art was made and artwork dimensions. Short descriptions are acceptable but not required. 
(Submit in PDF or Word format on CD-ROM or DVD, as well as a printed copy.)

· 10-20 images of artwork burned to a CD-ROM or DVD
Image Requirements: Burn all artwork image files to a folder labeled with the artist's name. 
10-20 jpg files smaller then 1-megabyte (1024kb) each. If sending a video file, ensure it can be opened with one of the following: QuickTime, RealPlayer, or Windows Media Player. Cover letter, resume and artist statement are also to be saved digitally to this same CD-ROM or DVD. 

If you do not have jpg files then you may submit your web site for review - be sure to provide the exact address. The site MUST include titles, medium and dimensions of artwork. 

Applications will only be accepted via mail (e-mail applications not accepted). Walk-in appointments to review artwork cannot be considered. Please do not send original art; all items received become the property of the Gallery at the Linen Building. Submissions will not be returned, but all applicants will be notified that their applications have been reviewed and if there is an interest in considering their work for exhibition. Framing of the work, if necessary, is the responsibility of the Artist.  At the Gallery’s discretion, a secondary review process may involve a studio visit or portfolio review by appointment after the Art Advisory Committee has reviewed the complete submission package. Artwork pricing and commission percentages will be discussed with artists of interest. Applicants will be notified within two months of submitting artwork for consideration. Please do not call requesting information about the status of your submission.
